B3: Modular Organization – DUE: Wednesday 3/21/07
· describe class modules, other classes that they may contain, their methods, any other functions, and show how everything connects together
· easiest approach would be making two things:

· a hierarchical diagram illustrating all the classes and their methods
· explanations of each module and what each of its methods does
C1: Using good programming style

· This is NOT a section in your document, but rather, criteria for your code

· program headers and internal documentation (comments)

C2: Usability – DUE: Friday 3/23/07
· basically a table where you list user-friendly features AND references to screenshots or testing that shows evidence of them:

· helpful menus

· guided instructions/directions

· help information for different menus

· graphic user interface

C3: Handling Errors – DUE: Monday 3/26/07

· trap/detect as many errors as possible

· e.g. if (isEmpty()) …

· if your input expects an int, but the user inputs text, then you should try detect that

· easiest approach is to discuss each place you detect errors and show the corresponding snippet of code
C4: Success of Program – DUE: Monday 3/26/07
· run the program and show output of typical usage
· easiest approach is to list your objectives from your “Criteria for Success” and reference the page # in section D1 below that proves you met that objective
D1: Including an annotated hardcopy of the test output – DUE: Monday 3/26/07
· you should show output evidence that you tested all your major features/objectives (e.g. screenshots)
D2: Evaluating solutions – DUE: Tuesday 3/27/07
· typically 1-2 pages

· critical analysis of the resulting solution
· basically a conclusion that sums up your project and its results

D3: Including user documentation  – DUE: Wednesday 3/28/07
· typically 4-6 pages (including screenshots!)

· this section is basically the user manual for your program

· i.e. “How to use your program”
· if you cannot get screenshots, then you can just write example text menus and the like

Appendices: This section should contain all your source code.
