	Emphasis on philosophical vs. implementation
	Lincoln-Douglas debate focus is on the philosophical.  Implementation-specific is not strong because you can pre-suppose a world that does not have that implementation problem.

	Proved individuals do not have duty to violate their own rights
	Not a duty to self-violate; individuals already have restrictions on liberty.  Very notion of duty exists because you are giving up some of your time to do something good.  If all duty is self-violating, then nobody has the duty to do anything.

	One person helping ( more people helping
	Not guaranteed.  That is an assumption

	Narrow/abusive definitions
	Counter-examples, question where the definitions come from

	Morality is subjective ( should not be used
	Turn the same argument around on them.  Find something in their case that is subjective also (i.e. happiness, good, justice, pain, etc.)

	Freedom & Autonomy
	Freedom to do what?
Autonomy means to be left alone ( does society exist in this state of nature?



	Justice & Governmental Legitimacy (natural rights)
	- Justice is not moral b/c inflicting pain is not moral

- Social contract is broken when natural rights are not being upheld
- If an individual has the opportunity to assist people in need, then the government is not doing its job
