· “The value criteria I will use in the round will be maximizing fairness to all living beings.  Because justice is defined as being impartial and fair, by maximizing fairness, we can achieve justice.”

· “In the Journal for Animal Rights, John Doe stated that blah blah blah blah”

· Paraphrase or explain quotation in one or two sentences

· “Basically, John Doe was saying this…”

· Explain the significance

· Explain how it links back to the value criteria and core value

· “Animals have inherent rights, and in order for us to be fair, we also need to protect those rights.  If we don’t protect their rights, then we would be unfairly treating them.”
